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Now that the Holiday Season is 
near it is very important for you 
to remember to keep your fami-
lies safe, specially when trying 
to keep yourselves warm at 
home.   

To keep yourselves warm in 
the winter you might be using 
combustion heating appliances 
(CHA) or electrical heating ap-
pliances (EHA).  CHAs emit 
heat by burning combustibles 
such as oil, coal, kerosene or 
other types of fuels.  EHAs use 
electricity to create heat.   

Both types of appliances could 
pose a danger to your home 
and family when used improp-
erly.   

CHAs produce pollutants such 
as carbon monoxide, an odor-
less gas which can make you ill 
or kill you while you sleep.  We 
strongly suggest that you don’t 
use combustion appliances to 
heat your home.  EHAs such 
as space heaters can pose a 
threat when left unattended, 
when children are near, or 
when flammable material is left 
close to them.   

If you must use EHAs, be sure 
to read the safety instructions 
and never leave unattended or 
near children.

Saving Tips  
 

• Turn your Christmas lights 

off when you are not home 
or when sleeping and/or put 
timers on them.  

• Turn lights on for only 2 to 

5 hours at a time.

(light emitting diode) Christ-
mas lights, which save en-
ergy, last longer and don’t 
get hot. 

• Cut down on the number of  

light strings.  Less strings 
means more saving.
